Protect your plastic furniture from the weather, direct sunlight and direct heat as this may cause the 
colours to fade and plastic to become brittle.

Do not use 
silicone based products, and when using furniture polish, use sparingly and do not rub the surface 
to avoid damaging the original finish.  
 
Use heat protecting mats for hot items. Tablecloths, placements and coaster are recommended to 
protect against moisture and general wear and tear.  
 
Extreme temperatures can cause solid timber to expand and contract resulting in movement and 
may lead to splits and cracks.  
 
Keep timber furniture away from direct sunlight and heat sources, as this may cause the finish to 
fade or change appearance.
